Creation of ñTiger Lilly ò 

by Joycelyn Schedler 

 

I was honored when the 

editor of the APS 

newsletter, Cecile Clause 

de Ramirez, asked me to 

write an article about my 

current process when 

creating a pastel painting. I 

had just nearly completed a painting called 

ñTiger Lilyò and actually had taken progression 

shots!  

Coming off of the 

high of winning Best 

Still Life for 

ñChanneling Van 

Goghò at the 2019 

Austin Pastel 

Societyôs Juried 

Members Exhibition, 

I was anxious to 

continue on my 

journey (now going 

into my third year) of 

floral paintings. I 

printed out and taped 

to my easel, the words Juror/Judge Jen Evenhus 

said about the painting:  

ñThis is what I call a painterôs painting - I love 

the loose strokes, the underpainting showing 

through, the excellent color harmony, fun mark-

making, energetic application, and bold attitude 

of the artist!ò 

YES! Jen got it. I want my paintings to have all 

of those attributes! The quote is on my easel to 

remind myself to ask those questions about my 

current work. Are the strokes loose? Can I see 

some of the underpainting? Is there color 

harmony? Fun mark-making? Energetic 

application? Bold Attitude??!! If I canôt answer 

yes to those questions, what can I change to 

make it happen?

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Back to ñTiger Lilyòé  

Step 1. My current favorite paper is UART 400 

and I use a variety of pastels. On my iPad, I edit 

the photo to match the size ratio of my paper. 

Since I currently own several 12x16 frames, I 

decided to draw a line 2 inches from the bottom 

of my 12x18 paper. I didnôt cut it because if 

something great happened below the line, I 

could change my mind  about size.  

Ready to begin, I turn on some instrumental 

flamenco guitar music. No words to distract me, 

but lots of energy to fuel my creative spark! The 

paper was already under painted; left over from 

the Evenhus workshop using random hard 

pastels and washing them in with an old brush 

using mineral spirits. Step one was already 

done. Yay. 

Step 2. Using vine charcoal, I do a gestural 

drawing of the flowers. Loose and no details. I 

add in color using Art Spectrumôs Colourfix 

Primer in Terracotta thinned with water by 

brush. I am careful not to fill the page with 

color; I want that under painting color to show 

through.  

Step 3. After it dries, I restate some of the dark 

areas with Generalôs Compressed Charcoal.  

 

Step 4. I choose a palette of colors (about 12 - 

14) using a variety of pastels; some hard and 

some soft. I think about the colors I want to use 

and then choose 2-3 values of those colors.  

 

Even as I move through the painting and want to 

use a different pastel, I will hold it up to this 

original palette to make sure it is in harmony. 

By the way, did you know that Living Coral is 

Pantoneôs 2019 Color of the Year? Coincidence 

it is in my painting? I donôt think so! 

Cropped image on iPad 
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Step 5. Kick up the volume on that music and 

apply those pastels with gestural strokes. I work 

standing up so that I can move my whole body 

when mark making at this stage. Iôm barely 

glancing at the reference photo. Some of the 

marks start to form the flowers and greenery; 

some are just for fun. I mean, if itôs not fun, why 

do it?    

 

 

 

Step 6. Whoa Bessie! Time to slow it down just 

a bit. I look at my painting and back at the 

reference photo. I make some artistic decisions 

like not leaving the main flower front and 

center; I allow a supporting flower to come in 

front just a bit. This is where I stop and set the 

painting aside in a place where I can see it and 

let the painting tell me what it needs. More 

details? Less detail? More color? A different 

color? Highlights? - I added a few things and 

signed it. Can you spot the changes from the 

previous photo?  
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Step 7. Usually when I sign it, itôs done. Oh 

who am I kidding? Usually it means I will make 

a few more marks and either ruin it or make it 

better! LOL. This time I stood back and asked 

those questions I mentioned earlier. I could hear 

the voices in my head asking if it had a WOW 

factor. What could make it better? I had some 

ideas and implemented them. Now I am done.  

Itôs been photographed, logged into inventory 

and entered into a competition. Maybe itôs a 

winner; maybe not. Doesnôt matter. I put all of 

me at my current level of painting into it. I like 

it. Iôm happy with it. I love it when a juror/judge 

likes a painting; I get sad when the painting is 

rejected.  But, at the end of my pity party, I 

remind myself it is an OPINION. 

Here is ñTiger Lilyò at the final version. Thanks 

for allowing me to share my painting journey 

with you all.

Spread Your Net: A Career Tip  

By Nancy Lilly 

I took a workshop last November with Albert 

Handell and one of the professional tips he 

shared was that as a pastel artist, it is important 

to enter shows that are not specific to only 

pastel. He stressed that because pastel work is a 

ñminority mediumò that works in this unique 

and wonderful medium will often get considered 

for inclusion because it is a different medium, 

for example, over an oil painting.  

 

It is easy to get stuck entering only pastel 

specific shows, because that is what we are 

used, and it is where our friends are often 

entering. I took Albertôs advice and tossed my 

óhat into the ringô this past January for three 

shows. It was a big surprise and a big shot in the 

arm to be accepted into two non-pastel specific 

shows. 

 

Starting in late May and early June I will be 

showing works in three shows.  I encourage 

everyone to keep searching for Call for Entries 

and trying your luck. I scan the Online Juried 

Shows site every month.
